This Wednesday, Ash
Wednesday, we begin the
season of Lent, a time to
prepare our hearts for the
new life which Jesus brings
at Easter. Just as nature
awakens to growth and new
life at this time of year,
each Lent invites us to
bring springtime to our
spiritual life.
